	Presentation of content

	Presentation makes an attempt to be engaging and informative; the slides (if present) contain more information than necessary and begin to detract.  Sometimes uses the slide as the notecard for the presentation.  CEATIVITY is evident and is attempted.
	Presentation is of little aid to the content to the presentation because they represent exactly what the presenter is saying.  They make little attempt to speak directly to the audience about the slides/content.  CREATIVITY is minimal and is not adding to the understanding of the topic.
	Presentation is not of much value in explaining the question or helping us understand the content.  Slides are very minimal, provide no relevant information and are simply not sufficient.
